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God’s Love in Action for 175 Years 

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 
 
 Some of the hymns of Easter that we love and sing each year are ancient.  
The Strife is O’er is from the 12th century, while Charles Wesley’s Christ 
the Lord is Risen Today is from the 18th century.  And a lesser-known hymn 
that I particularly love – Welcome, Happy Morning – is from the 6th century! 
 Because He Lives is a relative newcomer to our Easter celebration.  It 
was written by Country and Gospel stalwarts, Bill and Gloria Gaither, just 
40 years ago.  But, in those 40 years, it has become deeply loved.  Here are 
the words of its refrain: 
 

Because He lives, I can face tomorrow. 

Because He lives, All fear is gone. 

Because I know He holds the future, 

And life is worth the living just because He lives. 

 
 This song is both a confession and a question.  The words as they’re writ-
ten confess the transforming power and unequaled significance of Jesus’ res-
urrection.  And, in doing that, they also ask us to decide how our lives are 
different – filled with faith, hope and love – Because He Lives. 
 I have to tell you that, after preaching 31 Easters, it doesn’t get easier.  To 
the contrary!  But I have learned to trust God to inspire the scriptures – even 
the ones as familiar as those of Easter – and to give me a word to say and a 
message to share.  I’ve also grown in my wonder at the overwhelming signifi-
cance of Easter.  It is a magnificent celebration of life and love, of spring and 
earth waking from sleep with greening grass and blooming trees and flowers.  
And you have made Easter – and the rest of the year, for that matter – seren-
dipitous with your ongoing shower of Peeps.  What a surprise…and what a 
delight…to find 16 boxes of Peeps (yes, 16) in the pulpit on Easter morning – 
not to mention the Peeps sunglasses for my peepers!  And, if you’re worried 
about my blood sugar, never fear.  Fourteen of those 16 boxes blessed the 
guests at the New Community Shelter! 
 Yet the reason Easter matters so supremely is summed up so sublimely in 
that Gaither phrase:  Because He Lives.  It is the reason for everything that 
the church is and does.  That means that, if we can’t say that it’s because He 

lives, then we need to take a hard look at who we are and what we’re doing. 
 Because He Lives:  the most pertinent and poignant question is one 
that’s very personal.  What difference does it make to you and me that Jesus 
lives?  How are our lives changed, inspired, empowered and redeemed by His

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resurrection?  Dear friends, in this 
season of Eastertide, I pray that 
you’ll let that question penetrate your 
hearts. 
 At both of our Easter services this 
year, Rita Baretta sang Because He 

Lives during communion.  And, both 
times she sang it, that song brought 
tears to my eyes.  That’s what the  

good news of Easter can do for all of 
us – move us to tears because it 
changes our hearts.  And, with each 
Easter, the tears come more easily for 
me. 
 Who will you be…what will you 
do because He lives?  The way we 
answer that question is nothing less 
than the way we embrace the  

Christian life.  I pray that Easter 
moves you to tears…and that through 
the tears, you see more clearly what 
life and love truly are, in Jesus 
Christ, our risen Lord.  See you in 
church!

New Books in the Church Library 
 
Last month I spotlighted three new books in the Church Library. Here are some 
more for you to check out. 
 

Fict ion 
 

Olive Kitteredge.  The San Francisco Chronicle said, “Funny, wicked, 
resourceful, Mrs Kitteredge is a compelling life force. The book is a page turner 
because of her.” 
 

The Story of Edgar Sawtelle.  A wonderfully imagined mix of Hamlet and dog 
breeding that is set in Wisconsin and narrated by a mute son, in a dryly witty 
contrast to the chatty Prince of Denmark.   
 

Still Alice.  You might want to read this book because you know someone with 
memory loss or to develop your knowledge and sensitivity toward Alzheimer’s.  
The author wrote the fictional story based on her memories of her grandmother, 
but got inside the head of the main character who experiences the early onset of 
Alzheimer's, its pain and frustrations.  
 
Nonf ic t ion 
 

As with most libraries, our nonfiction circulation trails fiction by a significant 
margin. The collection is largely, though not completely, about religious topics.  
But I urge you to use these books as I do – I never feel compelled to read the 
whole book, often I read just a chapter or two to enlarge my understanding of 
our religious forebears and their thinking. 
 
Reinhold Niebuhr Revisited.  230.092   This book of essays gives you a 
thoughtful view of 20th Century theologian Niebuhr’s thought, politics and 
view of American culture.  Until Chuck Mize mentioned it, I did not realize that 
he grew up as member of the Evangelical and Reformed denomination, one 
strand of the UCC merger.  The essays are not overly scholarly and opaque – 
just read one on a topic that interests you to clarify your own views.  If you 
want to know more about Niebuhr, pick up The Serenity Prayer, a memoir by 
his daughter also in our library.
