Every parent needs to sign up for two to three Wednesday nights each semester.  We cannot carry out the programs without sufficient adult supervision.   On nights when activities are held off site, such as bowling and Tundra Lodge trips, adult drivers/chaperones will also be needed.
· Join us for Wednesday night meals and worship, and encourage your children to eat here.  Our volunteer cooks and youth leaders make this a true “family meal” for the church.
